NABERS is a voluntary sustainability rating system to measure an existing building's environmental performance during operation. Over
the last 5 years, energy and water efficiency in the built environment has become a big issue in Australia. Energy and water have long been
inexpensive and plentiful, but as the world moves to a carbon constrained economy, as parts of Australia have had to cope with a severe
and prolonged drought, and as load growth in the major cities has continued without adequate expenditure on infrastructure, the Australian
property industry has had to rethink its approach to these resources. Rating systems have played an important role in helping property
professionals to understand where they stand and what they may need to do. In Australia, Greenstar , primarily a design based ratings
system, covers a range of sustainability criteria while NABERS has had a profound effect on the commercial property industry.
